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INSTALLATION

1. Disconnect the negative cable from the battery, then 
wait at least 3 minutes before starting work.

2. Remove the front passenger’s dashboard side lid 
and unplug the vehicle connector (if equipped). 
Then, pull away the door opening seal.

Check the Operation of the Interior Illumination

46. With the light switch set to the “ ” or “ ” position, 
the ambient lights are on.

47. When the headlight switch is in the “AUTO” position, 
the ambient lights are on with the parking lights or 
headlights.

48. Check that the interior illumination brightness varies 
along with the instrument panel brightness by turning 
the brightness control knob.

49. If the ambient lights do not come on, check the fuse 
and all the connectors.
